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Abstract 

The Iraqi parliament council voted on 29/10/2020 with the new Iraqi parliament election law no. 9 
of 2020. The adoption of the law on the Iraqi street has followed a lot of arguments. 
Some believe that the new election law allows voters to elect members of parliament on a single 
basis instead of party list elections, and that each member of parliament is a representative of a 
cycle of elections, that each seat of the parliament will be given for that person who has the 
majority of voters won in the electoral cycle, and preventing the party's law from being enter in a 
united list, which had previously paved the way for full seats in a specific governorate. 
Others believe that the law does not bring justice to the distribution of seats of the different areas in 
Iraq, as the number of voters is not visible in the electoral cycle, so it is not known how many 
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people in the cycle will be divided into election circles, at a time when the population has not been 
counted in the country for more than 20 years. And they believe that some parties and parties will 
easily succeed because of the imposition of power and influence over the districts they have over 
them because of the majority of votes. But others believe that the new law will be the reason for the 
creation of the equality and democratic, and elections on single bases means effective participation 
in the elections and the voting will be based only on individuals.
